Many Club members sought his advice 
and purchased parts for a range of MG models from him. For 
many years, in February or early March, he hosted a coffee 
and donuts morning for Club members at his garage on Ve-
nables Street in Vancouver when he talked about, and an-
swered questions on, different technical topics to the benefit 
of MG owners. He created the Vancouver-Whistler All British 
Run, and also provided some sponsorship for the MG99 
NAMGBR Convention at UBC, and the NAMGAR GT32 in 
Whistler in 2007. Our thoughts are with his wife, Ayreon, 
whose MGA Roadster was the centre piece for the celebra-
tion of 50 Years of the MGA in 2005 at the VanDusen ABFM.
