BRITISH CAR COUNCIL AND LOTUS CAR CLUB OF BC 

ONLINE INTRODUCTION TO THE RIDE WITH GPS DRIVING APP 

 

Our members can take part in two Zoom training sessions put on by the Lotus Club of BC, who are 
working with the British Car Council on this project.  

 

 

Note: two dates, March 15 Introduction & March 29 Training 

 Hello British Car Council Members: 
In March, the BCCI will purchase a 1-year unlimited group membership to a driving App called Ride with 
GPS (RWGPS) that all BCCI Clubs and members can access at no additional cost. 
While this App is designed for bicycle riding, it also has a “car mode”. 
The Lotus Club of BC (LCCBC) tried several different driving Apps and purchased an annual Club member-
ship. 
It has been in use for 3 years with 5~7 rides per year, and no member has ever gotten lost using it. 
While some training and experience are helpful to create a route, it can be built by driving the route and 
recording it; manually built on a smart device, or on a Windows PC. 
Using the App for a drive is similar to using a traditional GPS, but better. 
  
The attached PDF explains why the LCCBC chose RWGPS and provides instructions to download and open 
the LCCBC routes as a guest. 
As a guest, there will not be the ability to create a route.... that will come later with the BCCI group pur-
chase and basic training by the Lotus Club. 
The LCCBC will also provide an editable version of the attached file in MS WORD for all Clubs who will be 
using this APP.
