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SVABC Annual General Meeting

The Specialty Vehicle Association was formed over forty years ago, by a group of volunteer car enthusiasts,
to represent the car clubs in discussions with the BC Government. The lobbying efforts of this group have
produced the Collector Plate for stock classic cars in 1990, and the Modified Collector Plate in 2000. The
Specialty Vehicle Association of BC held its 2026 Annual General Meeting on March 21. Our Club was
represented by Peter Tilbury and lan and Doreen Newby. These are the most pertinent points from that AGM:

e The SVABC continues to work with ICBC to obtain a “Modified Collector Plate” for motorcycles.

* If you have the regular blue 6-digit licence plate that is damaged or delaminated, you can obtain a replacement
free of charge from ICBC.

e If you own and drive multiple Collector or Modified cars, you can obtain a “Multi Plate”, i.e. one plate to put on
any car you wish to drive. The insurance charged is calculated on the most valuable car in your stable.

e The SVABC currently has 42 member Clubs, and 2,478 individual members. It has around $53,000 in its bank account.
e The SVABC has set up both PayPal and e-Transfer for club and individual membership payments.

* The recent SVABC survey regarding making Modified Collector Plates a rolling date rather than a fixed year,
received 2,144 responses, of which 92% were in favour of a rolling date, and the majority favoured
initiating the date as 35 years or older. This means that Modified plates would be available for cars today
that were built in 1991 or earlier. The current date is fixed at 1974. The SVABC continues discussion on this
point with the Policy Department of ICBC and hope to have a decision soon.

The SVABC can assist you with your Collector or Modified plate application if you call or email them. They can
give you information on the allowable equipment and accessories on a Collector vehicle. They will also assist
you if you are restoring a vehicle and need help with registration, mechanical inspection, etc.

BC Collector Car Appreciation Day Run

For a number of years, the Province of BC has issued a proclamation that July is Automotive Heritage
Month and the second Saturday in July is BC Collector Car Appreciation Day (CCAD). The Specialty Vehicle
Association of BC is encouraging car clubs to offer events to celebrate this year’s 13th Annual CCAD on
July 11.

As has been the case for many years, CXKJR member Tim Horton is
organizing our club’s CCAD Run. The route is being planned to include a
scenic drive through Anmore and Belcarra with a lunch stop at Trails Coffee.
